Evaporation - to turn from liquid into gas; pass away in the form of vapour.
Condensation - the act or process of changing from a gas to a liquid.
Mixture -something that is made from combining different things into one.
Solution - the process in which one substance spreads evenly through another eg salt in water.
Filtering -used to remove dirt or other solids from liquids or gases. A filter can be made of paper, charcoal, or other material with tiny holes in it.

Dribble: When a player runs with the ball at their feet, keeping it under control.
Defender: A player who helps protect their team's goal from the opposing team

Pivot: A move where a player keeps one foot on the ground and turns their body to find a teammate to pass to.
