Orienteering 
Following orienteering training 100% of teachers voiced excitement for putting the learnt skills into practice, across a range of curriculum areas having gained knowledge and tips about teaching that they have chosen to further develop. They have used these skills in other areas of the curriculum, ensuring outdoor learning has been utilized across their teaching. 
Within one month of training, 6/7 classes have already transferred the skills and taught a series of orienteering sessions to their learners. Learners have shown a positive response to orienteering sessions.
