· Teachers and children report that better timetabling and rotas need to be put in place to ensure sports crew leaders can lead sessions. Due to other circumstances we didn’t get to train any new sports crew leaders this academic year.
· From our data no children from year R/1 went out of school to represent the school. We have shown a focus on KS2.
· In recent data club levels have dropped.
· 52/55 Year 5 and 6 children have attended a sporting event over the year 23/34. Only 1 Disadvantaged Learner did not attend an enrichment activity held out of school, due to personal preference. 
· Children from Year 1, 2, 3 and 4 have also had the opportunity to take part in events. We have targeted Disadvantaged Learner children to attend as a priority.
· Children from a range of Year groups have reported positive feedback through learner voice questionnaires. See quotes below. 
· 25/33 Disadvantaged Learners have attended sports clubs this academic year.
· 100% Children who required extra swimming lessons were identified and all children identified as not meeting the aims got the opportunity to practice essential areas of the curriculum including lifesaving. 
· 23 Year 6 children participated in the bike ability course. 100% of learners who took part successfully passed their level of the course.

Children from Year 1, 2, 3 and 4 have also had the opportunity to take part in events. We have targeted Disadvantaged Learner children to attend as a priority.

When children were asked in a short survey all children agreed that they were receiving their 30 active minutes a day and the equipment and resources such as the playground markings had an impact on this. 


Children are timetables trim trail sessions 3 times a week which gives them the opportunity to use the climbing resources and the section of AstroTurf to play football. Children are also timetables to have 2-hour PE lessons a week. This along with playground equipment, interactive playground markings, brain brakes, ana active lessons ensures that all children have the opportunity to access 30 active minutes a day in school. 


Action- Encourage participation in physical activities at lunchtime to gain the status of 30 active minutes a day per child. 
What did we do? Purchasing a range of playground equipment to encourage children to be active within their break and lunchtimes.

All learners, including disadvantages learners have, have voiced they had positive experiences attending sports clubs. 
100% of disadvantaged learners have been offered and encouraged to join clubs with conversations with parents to promote these. Additional spaces have been created, where necessary to encourage attendance. 

11 disadvantaged learners attended sports clubs this year and all disadvantages children were offered places at a sports club.

Children voice
“Next year I want to join all the sports teams”
“I enjoy going to sports after school clubs”
“I love Mr Greys football club”

Next year we are aiming for this to be higher and are offering children free places at kicks dance club to encourage children who prefer dance as a sport to be active.



100% Children who required extra lessons were identified and all children identified as not meeting the aims got the opportunity to practice essential areas of the curriculum including lifesaving. 

All children have shown an improvement in confidence in the water. 

 68% of children have now met the national curriculum expectations. We sent 17 children to attend extra top up lessons. 100% of children that we sent can now swim a length in a stroke of their preference and safely self-rescue. 


Action- To ensure all Year 6 children get the opportunity to meet national curriculum aims for swimming.

What did we do?

Year 6 swimming assessment for all children. 

Intensive swimming course for 10 learners who did not meet curriculum goals.

Sustainability- Children can use these skills throughout life and are essential for life saving if children find themselves in a dangerous situation.

£75 to King centre for assessment. 

£128 per week to the Kings Centre for intensive course.
 £128x5= £640



32 Year 6 children participated in the bike ability course. 100% of learners who took part successfully passed their level of the course. 4/4 Disadvantaged learners took part and passed. 

Year 5 this year also took part in the level one bike ability lessons. The whole class (28 children) passed the first level in preparation for year 6. 
Action- To promote the safe use of bikes and encourage children to use an active way of transportation to school.  
Walk to school week led by our eco- champion. Launched in an assembly and tracked in classes.
Bike ability- The cycle training programme. It helps you learn practical skills and understand how to cycle on today’s roads. 

Year 6 completed bikeability

Year 5 completed level 1

Sustainability- Children can apply the skills they have learnt throughout secondary school and the rest of their life.

100% Parents have received termly newsletters to update them on sports events.

Sporting events have been discussed at parent forums. Targets have been formed based on feedback from parents. 

We have had very positive feedback from parents, children and staff regarding the DJ and the positive atmosphere created on sports day.
